MOTION FOR A PROTECTIVE ORDER TO GOVERN THE RELEASE

OF INFORMATION BY THE PROSECUTOR

COMES NOW, the above defendant, by and through the undersigned counsel, and moves this Court to issue rules governing the release of information by the prosecutor(s) in the above styled matter, and their staff, the law enforcement officials of Tulsa County, Oklahoma, and any law enforcement officials involved in this case.


Defendant moves that the prosecutor(s) in the above styled matter, and their staff, and the law enforcement officials refrain from issuing, releasing, or disseminating, either directly or indirectly, any extrajudicial statement of a written or oral nature in connection with this case through any means of public communication regarding:

1.   The prior criminal record (including arrests, indictments or other charges of crime), if any, of the accused and the character or reputation of the accused. 

2.  The existence or contents of any confession, admission or statement given by the accused, or the refusal or failure of the accused to make any statement.


3.  The performance of any examination or test on the accused or the accused’s refusal or failure to submit to an examination or test.


4.  The identity, testimony or credibility of  prospective witnesses.


5.  The possibility of a guilty plea to the offense charged or a lesser offense.

6.  Any opinion as to the accused’s guilt or innocence or as to the merits of the case or the evidence in the case.


7.  Any other matters relating to the merits of or the evidence in the case with the exceptions only of the arrest, the time and place thereof, the identity of the investigating and arresting officer or agency, the length of the investigation and the text of the alleged charge, quotes from public records in the case and the scheduling or result of any stage of the case.


The defendant asks that the court issue its order that the prosecutor, and his staff, and the law enforcement personnel involved in this case be prohibited from disclosing to any person any information relating to this pending criminal matter herein unless if fits within the above exception or unless authorized by a judge of this Court.


WHEREFORE, premises considered, Defendant prays that the Court issue a protective order encompassing the aforementioned specifics in order to insure the Defendant’s right to due process of law and a fair trial by an impartial jury.
